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INSTALL ATION

•	 Two person installation: Use two or more people to move and install the appliance.  
Failure to do so can result in back or other injury.

•	 �Ambient temperature: The ambient temperatures must correspond to the climate class 
( SN/N/ST/T) indicated on the rating plate of the appliance.

•	 �Clearances: Ensure that air can circulate freely around the back of the cabinet, which is 
necessary to cool the compressor and condenser. Allow at least 20cm clear space at the 
back, 20cm at the sides of the unit and 70cm between the top and any surface above.
